TipñDaytime dryness and nighttime dryness often happen on very different timetables. 

Children are individuals. Some potty train quite early and are dry as can be throughout the day, but take much longer to achieve nighttime 
control. All three of my children were very different from one another. My stepson achieved daytime dryness at age two, but was six before 
he was reliably dry at night. Our next son resisted potty training and was, literally, days away from age four when he suddenly turned the 
corner and trainedðdaytime and nighttime dryness achieved simultaneously and reliably. Our daughter was daytime trained at age three, 

but had intermittent nighttime accidents until age five. 

ñMost children learn to stay dry at night between ages three and five,ò says pediatric nurse Helen Neville, editor of Mommy! I Have to Go 
Potty! (2nd ed.) ñThough 15% still wet the bed at five years old (more boys than girls are in this group).ò It is helpful to distinguish between a 
child learning to nighttime train and a bedwetting problem. Parent educators generally do not consider it officially a ñbedwetting problemò 
until some time after the child turns five. Many parents are surprised to find that daytime and nighttime dryness are not necessarily simulta-
neous. Sleep cycles play a big role in nighttime control. Donôt be hasty to label your child a bedwetter when her body may just be taking a 

little longer to acquire the habit of holding urine during deep sleep. 

ToolsñNeville offers a few tips for parents addressing nighttime training with their young children. 

¶ Establish the routine of always going potty before bedtime. 

¶ Make it a short trip. Place a potty chair next to the childôs bed and leave a soft night light on. This eliminates the need for a trip down a 
long, possibly scary, hallway. 

¶ Encourage your child to notice early sensations of needing to go during the day and to respond to them quickly. This will help her learn 

to notice early cues when sheôs in a light stage of sleep at night. 

¶ Some parents wake their child up before they go to bed themselves and carry him to the toilet. This works well in some families when 
waiting for bladder size to increase. Most children will eventually hold their urine all night long, while others will need to make a night-
time visit to the bathroom at least once a night their whole lives. For this second group, parents are setting up a pattern the child will 
need to continue.
